
Food Stamps 
Medical Deduction:

How many elderly people can get 
significantly more food stamps



Who is Eligible?

ÂElderly (Age 60 or Older)

OR

ÂDisabled (Receiving SSD, SSI, VA disability 
benefits, RR disability, or other 
government disability benefits)



What is it?

Â An extra deduction used to lower recipientsô 
income so many get MORE food stamps each 
month

Â ñMedical Expensesò in excess of $35 per month 
can be used

Â ñMedical Expensesò as used here has a very 
broad definition



Client Example

Â John Smith ïClient
ÂMr. Smith is a 65 year old widower.  He lives 

in Lafayette, Georgia.  He receives $1325.00 
in social security retirement benefits each 
month.  He pays $525.00 for his monthly 
mortgage payment. When you discuss the list 
of medical deductions, he tells you he pays 
$96.40 for his Medicare Part B Premium, $90 
for his Prescription co-pays, and $150 per 
month for his Medicare supplement program.
